SC Legislature faced with additional budget cuts, 1/13/10
“Your local state representative and state senator need to hear from you about how these are affecting you and your family.”

“Full House Debate will begin March 14th regarding proposed budget cuts.”

SC may gut programs for 26,000 disabled residents, 3/3/10
